Subject Line: 			Glufosinate should not be applied on pulses, ever.
Headline: 			Keep pulses compliant with pesticide MRLs	
Email Copy: 
Do not use glufosinate-ammonium on pulses, ever.
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Glufosinate-ammonium should never be used on pulses. If used, there is an elevated risk of maximum residue limit (MRL) related trade disruption due to missing or very low MRLs in export markets. Glufosinate is registered for use in western Canada for lentils only for certain generic glufosinate products, but should never be used. 
To maintain market access, use acceptable pesticides only. Always read and follow the product label for application rate, timing, and pre-harvest interval. 
The success of the Canadian pulse industry is dependent on our ability to export Canadian pulses to over 130 different countries around the world. Therefore, our pulses must remain compliant with the pesticide MRLs in our export markets, which can differ from the MRL requirements here in Canada.
